CALL TO ORDER

Mayor/Chairman Eaton called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. and asked that everyone please silence their cell phones, pagers, and other electronic devices as a courtesy to others while the meeting is in session.

Council Member/Director Paulitz led those assembled in the Pledge.

PRESENTATIONS
A.
Introduction of New Employee
Mayor Eaton introduced Mr. Bruce Taylor, who was appointed to  the position of Environmental Control Specialist effective November 15, 2005.  He noted Environmental Control Specialist Taylor previously worked as an Environmental Control Officer for six years for the City of Guelph, near Toronto.
Mayor Eaton welcomed Environmental Control Specialist Taylor to the Montclair City family and presented him with a City pin.

B.
Presentations by Firefighter Steve Hall and Code Enforcement Officer Scott Sherwood Regarding Their Hurricane Katrina Relief Efforts
Mayor Eaton introduced Firefighter Steve Hall, Firefighter/Para-medic Ed Cook, and Code Enforcement Officer Scott Sherwood.
Firefighter Hall reported that Firefighter/Paramedic Cook and he were deployed September 6 through October 8, 2005, as Federal Emergency Management Association Community Relations Officers in Baton Rouge, New Orleans, and Slidell, Louisiana; in Mississippi; and all along the Gulf Coast.  He advised that they were assigned to set up a disaster-recovery center (DRC) in the L. D. Landry High School gymnasium located on the west bank of the Mississippi in the Algiers District and primarily assisted victims to apply for immediate housing aid.  He noted workers at the DRC served over 500 applicants per day.
Firefighter Hall gave a very moving slide presentation depicting hurricane damage in the New Orleans area.
Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood thanked Fire Chief Turner for allowing him to volunteer in the Hurricane Katrina disaster-relief effort and for extending his service for a full three weeks from September 22 through October 14, 2005.  He noted he and his wife decided to volunteer after the disaster struck and received their training from the American Red Cross over the Labor Day holiday weekend.  After Mrs. Sherwood returned from volunteer-ing as a long-term coordinator for 10 days at a 5,000-bed shelter, Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood reported that he served as a volunteer Safety and Security Area Manager at 12 sites for 23 days in Baton Rouge and that of the 120,000 Red Cross volunteers from seven states in the areas affected by Hurricane Katrina, over 61 percent were from California.
The presentation closed with a poignant musical and pictorial tribute to the heroes and victims of Hurricane Katrina.
Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey commended Firefighter Hall, Firefighter/ Paramedic Cook, and Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood for volunteering to serve in the relief efforts along the Gulf Coast.
Noting he has already spoken to Firefighter Hall and Firefighter/ Paramedic Cook, Council Member Ruh expressed his pride in all that Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood did during his volunteer service on behalf of Hurricanes Katrina and Rita victims/ survivors.  He added that the volunteer spirit of the three staff members on behalf of Montclair will live on for many years in the areas of the Gulf Coast in which they served.
Council Member Paulitz stated that the slides shown this evening have really impressed upon everyone the extent of the hurricane damage and the work being done by workers and volunteers.  He expressed his appreciation for Firefighter Hall, Firefighter/Para-medic Cook, and Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood's service in the Gulf Coast.

Council Member Raft thanked Firefighter Hall and Code Enforce-ment Officer Sherwood for their presentations and the work they accomplished in the Gulf Coast.  She expressed the Council's gratitude, adding "We are all very proud of you."
Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood thanked Council Member Raft and the Council for allowing them to assist with the disaster-recovery efforts.

Mayor Eaton told Firefighter Hall, Firefighter/Paramedic Cook, and Code Enforcement Officer Sherwood that they have a lifetime of memories and thanked them for sharing them with everybody this evening.  He further thanked them for all their hard work while assisting with the disaster-recovery efforts.

B.
Adoption of Resolution No. 05–2615 Requesting the Local Agency Formation Commission Initiate Proceedings for Reorganization to Include City of Montclair Annexation No. 26
Mayor Eaton reminded those audience members desiring to give testimony on this item to submit a Speaker Information Card.
Mayor Eaton declared it the time and place set for public hearing to consider Resolution No. 05–2615 requesting the Local Agency Formation Commission initiate proceedings for reorganization to include City of Montclair Annexation No. 26 and invited comments from the public.

Mr. Patrick F. Smith, 5059 State Street, Ontario, read a statement detailing his opposition to the proposed annexation action for the following reasons:
1.
He has uncertainties about fee increases that would force him to close his dog kennel business.
2.
Noting he would like to work with the City on this matter and that he has spoken to staff about entering into a preannexa-tion agreement to address his concerns, he expressed his doubts about the long-term effectiveness of such an agree-ment.  He asked for clarification of this issue.
4.
He emphasized that Mayor Eaton and Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey have stated in the past that it is not Montclair's policy to annex properties owned by persons who do not desire their properties to be annexed to Montclair but to work with them as neighbors while acknowledging the recent change in annexation policy related to Senate Bill 1266, which provides for island annexations without mandatory protest proceed-ings.
5.
He expressed his opinion the proposed annexation is about "money and control" for the City of Montclair.
Mr. Hector Correa, 4939 Mission Boulevard, Montclair, commented as follows:
1.
He expressed his opinion that public testimony on this matter would just be disregarded by the Council.

2.
He read a statement of his concerns regarding the proposed annexation of his property to Montclair including the following:

(a)
Noting the Mission Boulevard Specific Plan was proposed ten years ago to improve the corridor, he expressed his opinion that should the County areas along Mission Boulevard be annexed to Montclair, any future public improvements would be made without residents' consent.
(b)
Should the County island areas be annexed to Montclair as proposed, residents of those areas would be forced to be under Montclair's jurisdiction.
3.
He spoke in opposition to the proposed action for these reasons. 
There being no one else in the audience wishing to speak, Mayor Eaton closed the public hearing and returned the matter to the City Council for its consideration.

Mayor Eaton asked that Director of Community Development Clark  respond to Mr. Smith's request for clarification regarding preannexation agreements.

Director of Community Development Clark advised that the City does not have a history of entering into agreements with residents or negotiating residents' issues regarding potential annexations.  He noted Mr. Smith's concerns might relate to continuation of current property privileges related to his dog kennel business should his property be annexed to Montclair.  He further noted residents were advised during the recent workshop on this matter that at the request of property owners concerned about grandfather issues, staff would inventory, photograph, and document for recordation purposes all existing animal and nonstandard development conditions at their properties.
Moved by Council Member Paulitz that Resolution No. 05–2615, entitled "A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Montclair Requesting the Local Agency Formation Commission Initiate Proceedings for Reorganization to Include City of Montclair Annexation No. 26," be read by number and title only, further reading be waived, and it be declared adopted.*
Council Member Paulitz commented as follows:

1.
He noted that with the two Planning Commission public hearings and two City Council public hearings conducted to adopt prezone designations at the subject site, the community workshop held on November 16, 2005, and this public hearing to initiate proceedings for annexation of the site, the matter has been thoroughly addressed and explained to County residents.
2.
He noted comparatively few County residents have objected to their properties being annexed to Montclair considering there are 106 parcels in the subject area.
3.
He noted that effective January 2005, SB 1266 amended the California Government Code related to island annexations.
4.
He advised that the Local Agency Formation Commission is supportive of the proposed annexation to even out the City's southern service boundary.  He added that San Bernardino County Fourth District Supervisor Ovitt has expressed his strong support of this and other island annexations that are being considered.
 *Motion seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey.  He confirmed with Director of Community Development Clark that if Mr. Smith's kennel is currently a permitted use, then by law the City is obligated to allow the use to continue.  He reiterated Director of Community Development Clark's earlier comment that if the site is annexed and at a property owner's request, staff would inventory, photograph, and document for recordation purposes all existing animal and nonstandard development conditions at the property.  He asked if County property owners have been notified as such.
Director of Community Development Clark responded that only the few workshop attendees were informed of the recordation process.  He indicated that written notification could be made to all affected County landowners and residents.
 *Motion amended by Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey as follows:

Moved by Council Member Paulitz and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey that the following actions be taken:**

That Resolution No. 05–2615, entitled "A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Montclair Requesting the Local Agency Formation Commission Initiate Proceedings for Reorganization to Include City of Montclair Annexation No. 26," be read by number and title only, further reading be waived, and it be declared adopted.
2.
That upon approval of Annexation No. 26, an inventory would be conducted at the request of property owners to photograph and document for recordation purposes all existing animal and nonstandard development conditions at their properties.
3.
That Mr. Smith's business, Cadence Kennels/Keebler Dog Obedience, be inspected for any nonconforming zoning conditions that, if detected, would be recognized as such and allowed to remain for the life of the business.
Council Member Ruh inquired as follows:
1.
How many residents are actually requesting their properties be annexed to Montclair?

Audience members answered, "One."

2.
Would Mr. Smith's kennel business be allowed to continue if sold to someone else?

Director of Community Development Clark responded that use privileges run with the land, not with property ownership,  and do not expire.

3.
Would Mr. Smith be allowed to expand his business?
Director of Community Development Clark replied that nonconforming uses require Conditional Use Permit (CUP) approval.
Council Member Ruh received clarification regarding the possibility that future Planning Commissions might not approve a CUP application for expansion of the kennel business.  He noted he would oppose this item because at least 50 percent of the landowners and residents have not expressed a desire for their properties to be annexed to Montclair.
Council Member Paulitz moved the question.

**The City Council unanimously waived the reading of Resolution No. 05–2615.

Resolution No. 05–2615 was adopted and authorization made for property inventories upon request to photograph and document for recordation purposes all existing animal and nonstandard development conditions as well as for an inspection of Cadence Kennels/Keebler Dog Obedience for any nonconforming zoning conditions that, if detected, would be recognized as such and allowed to remain for the life of the business by the following vote:

Mayor Eaton received clarification that approximately 12 property owners/residents have objected to their properties being annexed to Montclair, further emphasizing the fact that the majority of affected property owners/residents are not opposed to the annexation action.  In response to an earlier comment that annexations result in financial gain for a city, he advised that they are actually quite costly to accomplish.
Council Member Ruh inquired as to the increase in property tax and Utility Users Tax that the City would receive as a result of the annexation action.
City Manager McDougal clarified that the City would receive utility tax revenues and a nominal percentage of property tax revenues and that the Redevelopment Agency would receive a share of the property tax revenues generated in the area contained within the boundaries of the Mission Boulevard Joint Redevelopment Project Area.  He noted that for years the Monte Vista Fire Protection District would receive the small percentage of property tax revenues for newly annexed areas, but that special district has since been disbanded.
Council Member Ruh questioned why the City would not enter into a "bad business deal."
At 8:03 p.m., Council Member Paulitz left the dais.

Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey commented as follows:

1.
He emphasized that the Redevelopment Agency is committed to improving Mission Boulevard through to Central Avenue, noting the approximately $3 million the Agency has spent thus far on public improvements to the corridor.  He pointed out that these improvements have been funded solely by the Agency, including the areas of Mission Boulevard that until this item was approved were located within County boundaries, because the County has no funding available for such public improvements.  Once tax-increment revenues begin to be generated in the recently adopted Mission Boulevard Joint Redevelopment Project Area, then more funding will become available for additional public improve-ments along the corridor, he added.
2.
He discussed the increase in City services that will be provided to the newly annexed area including enhanced police and fire services, street sweeping, and needed improvements to Fremont and Monte Vista Avenues in addition to other streets in that area.
3.
He discussed the economic development that has already  occurred at Mission Boulevard and Ramona Avenue, expressing his opinion that the corridor will one day be fully improved and completely unrecognizable from its current condition.
4.
He advised that the City's goal is to improve the area so that it is a win-win situation for everybody.
Council Member Ruh expressed his opinion that the economic development currently taking place in that area will result in an image not desired by County residents.

Graffiti Arrest Dispositions
Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey commented as follows:

1.
He thanked staff for preparing the report and attached Graffiti Arrest Overview table.  He stated it is interesting to note that of the 32 arrests for vandalism in 2005, 26 of the violators are minors, 12 of whom reside in Montclair.
2.
He noted the pervasiveness of the crime, which continues to grow and persist despite law enforcement efforts to curtail it.  He expressed his opinion that graffiti vandalism is not taken very seriously by the court system.
3.
He spoke of the Problem Oriented Policing team, a special proactive enforcement team being organized to conduct stakeouts/surveillance of problem areas in Montclair, though that would not change the court system's lack of effective sentencing of convicted graffiti vandals.
Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey inquired as follows:

1.
Would the City have any legal standing to pursue civil cases against the perpetrators of these crimes?
City Attorney Robbins advised that owners of properties damaged by graffiti could legally file civil lawsuits against the convicted perpetrators of the crimes.

2.
What if the City owns the property?
City Attorney Robbins answered, "Yes," because it constitutes property damage.
Mayor Pro Tem Dutrey noted he would speak to staff about the possibility of seeking financial settlements through civil actions against vandals' parents and report back to the Council at a future meeting.
Council Member Ruh noted learning from a course he took several years ago that an influx of graffiti vandalism occurs when there is a downturn in the economy.  He expressed his certainty that information regarding sentencing guidelines for these crimes is available from the courts and suggested such information be obtained before pursing any type of civil action for these crimes.  He expressed his opinion that an effective punishment for graffiti vandals, whether they are Montclair residents or not, would be that they perform community service to clean up the graffiti they caused.  He concurred that parents have a tremendous responsibil-ity for the actions of their offspring.
It was the consensus of the Council to receive and file the report.

He congratulated Firefighter Troy Ament and Administrative Specialist Marci Butler for being honored the respective Montclair Firefighter of the Year and Montclair Fire Department Employee of the Year.

He noted his attendance at a recent Metrolink Board meeting.

He wished everyone a Happy Thanksgiving.

He noted he sent correspondence to U.S. Representative David Dreier recommending Congress honor civil rights pioneer Rosa Parks with a commemorative statue at National Statuary Hall in our nation's Capitol.  He noted reading a news article over the weekend that the House of Representatives and Senate unanimously approved legislation on November 18, 2005, directing the Architect of the Capitol to commission a statue of Rosa Parks, making her the first African American woman to be honored permanently at National Statuary Hall.  The full statue of Rosa Parks will stand beside the nation's greatest leaders.

Council Member/Director Paulitz commented as follows:

He announced that Montclair's portion of the Pacific Electric Inland Empire Bike Trail is now open and will eventually stretch from San Dimas to Rialto, following the path of the former Pacific Electric Railroad.  Noting the City of Upland held a dedication ceremony for its portion of the trail on November 14, 2005, he noted he has asked that the City conduct a dedication ceremony to officially open Montclair's section of the trail some-time after the beginning of the new year.

He also noted his attendance at the Chaffey College "Report to the Community" luncheon on November 14, adding that City Manager McDougal serves as Chairman of the Governing Board of Chaffey College.

He noted his participation in the City's very well‑organized and well-attended Health Fair on November 15, 2005, expressing his belief that everyone who requested a flu shot received one.

He also noted his attendance on November 17 at the nicely arranged and well–attended Annual Firefighters Recognition Breakfast at Fire Station 2.

Council Member/Director Raft commented as follows:

She also noted her attendance at the Annual Firefighters Recognition Breakfast.  She  noted her dismay in learn-ing of Fire Chief Turner's impending retirement at the event, adding that we are all going to miss him.  She congratulated Fire Division Chief Dan Tapia on his appointment to Fire Chief upon Chief Turner's retirement.

She noted receiving complaints from residents related to local ice cream vendors selling BB guns ranging in price form $3 to $12 to underage minors.  She related a recent incident involving the attempted holdup of a liquor store by two 13-year-old Montclair youth using the $12 BB gun.  Noting underage minors are supposedly restricted from purchasing the guns, she advised that the vendors do not check the buyers' ages at the time the guns are sold.  She noted the concern of residents who are questioning the sale of BB guns by ice cream vendors.
Police Chief Thompson expressed his uncertainty regard-ing the City's control over items sold by ice cream vendors without an Ordinance in place restricting such sales.  He concurred that these items should not be sold by ice cream vendors and cautioned parents that items other than ice cream and candy are being sold by these vendors.
Council Member Raft asked City Attorney Robbins to look into the legality of these sales.

City Attorney Robbins stated that she would look into the matter.
Police Chief Thompson advised that he would check with BB gun manufacturing companies regarding the legality of these guns being sold in such a manner to underage minors.  He noted the BB guns do not have the orange coloration on the barrel signifying a toy gun.

She wished everyone a happy and safe Thanksgiving Day holiday.
