1 Last week, the California State Transportation Agency (CalSTA) and the Department
of Transportation (Caltrans) announced the fast tracking of "fix it first" construction
work and increased road repairs across the state. Caltrans is able to jumpstart
these road repairs thanks to the passage of the Road Repair and Accountability Act
of 2017 (Senate Bill 1), recently passed by the Legislature and signed by
Governor Brown.

Construction will begin this summer on 13 pavement projects across the state.
Additionally, Caltrans has expedited the design of an additional 50 projects, which
will also begin construction this fiscal year.

Caltrans is expediting more than $285 million in road repairs across California
months before the revenue from SB 1 even starts to accrue this fall. The road repair
projects will include repairing and resurfacing hundreds of miles of highways to
extend the service life of California roads. Caltrans will also improve lane-line
visibility and motorist safety with new striping. The new striping will include highly
reflective and durable beads, making it easier to see lane demarcations in all
weather conditions. In some locations, roads will get completely repaved.

The accelerated construction work is taking place in every Caltrans district in
California, and in urban, suburban, and rural areas.

SB 1 is projected to generate $5.4 billion over the next decade, split evenly between
state and local investments, to fix transportation infrastructure across California.

The $5.4 billion-a-year investment will cost most drivers less than $10 a month and
comes with strict new accountability provisions to ensure funds can only be spent on
transportation.



SB 1 funds will enable Caltrans to fix more than 17,000 lane miles of pavement,
500 bridges, and 55,000 culverts by 2027. Caltrans will also fix 7,700 traffic
operating systems, like ramp meters, traffic cameras, and electric highway message
boards that help reduce highway congestion. When this work is finished, 98 percent
of pavement on state facilities will be in good or fair condition, up from 85 percent
today.

In addition to the work Caltrans is expediting today, the California Transportation
Commission (CTC) and CalSTA are preparing to award SB 1 funds by spring 2018

to competitive transportation grant prograr
expand public transit systems, provide relief to congested commute corridors, and

provide state matching funds to help cities and counties build better communities.

Until SB 1 was signed by Governor Brown earlier this year, California had not
significantly invested in the stateds tran

PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT

1 Last Thursday, Deputy City Manager Marilyn Staats, Senior Management Analyst
Mikey Fuentes, Police Chief Robert Avels, former Public Works Director/City
Engineer Mike Hudson, Planning Manager Christine Caldwell, and | met with
San Bernardino County Transportation Authority representatives and about
25 residents along Caroline Street, including Council Member Bill Ruh, to discuss
concerns and potential impacts of the proposed I-10 Express Lane Project. The
project is jointly sponsored by SBCTA and Caltrans.

Former Director Hudson called the workshop to order and introduced SBCTA Project
Manager Chad Costello to the audience. In his opening remarks, Mr. Costello
provided background and history of the project, dating back to 2012. Several people
in the audience expressed surprise that the project had been going on for five years
and they were just now hearing about it. Notices of workshops and public hearings
had been sent to all residents along the freeway corridor, according to Mr. Costello;
but as is the case with many such notices, they tend to be overlooked, forgotten, or
determined by the recipient to have no corresponding relationship/impact to their
respective property.

Mr. Costello presented exhibits showing the proposed freeway widening that were
used for environmental clearance purposes, and indicated that the proposed project
would convert the existing, single high occupancy vehicle (HOV) lane in each
direction to express lanes, and add an additional lane in each direction for a total of
two express lanes in each direction. That work would result in a widening of the
freeway and rebuilding of the sound wall. The exhibits showed potential impacts to
adjacent properties on the north side of Caroline Street and the north end of the
Vernon Avenue cul-de-sac.

Mr. Costello explained that the environmental process addressed potential right-of-
way acquisition, including four properties that were identified as potential full takes.
However, the design has only just begun, so it is too early to state with any certainty
whether full takes would be required.

Mr. Costello identified only two potential types of significant impacts: (1) temporary
construction easements for sound wall reconstruction; and (2) partial or full takes for
additional freeway right-of-way. Residents, however, felt that there were at least two
more impacts of greater, personal concern: (1) multiple residential construction
impacts due to noise, vibration, foundation and wall cracks, increased freeway
passenger vehicle and heavy truck traffic, and inconvenience due to construction
encroachmentd i.e., the "temporary" taking of their respective backyards for
construction activities; and (2) the freeway would be widened and would move closer
to their homes, devaluing their properties and potentially diminishing the size of their
backyards. Some residents also indicated that they viewed the proposed freeway
widening as injuring their ability to enjoy their homes and market their properties now
or in the future for a reasonable return on their investmentsd some of these



residents suggested the appropriate solution may be for SBCTA and Caltrans to
purchase the properties contiguous to the construction area at fair market value.

The meeting concluded with Mr. Costello promising to meet with residents
individually as construction drawings and schedules move further along in the
development and planning process. He would inform the contractor who would be
awarded the design-build contract that they need to try and minimize right-of-way
acquisition, particularly as it may relate to any properties that have tentatively been
identified for full acquisition.
